On the
other side, you may find that people in the UK are not familiar with your culture and will not understand
your needs unless you explain them. Do not be afraid to tell teachers, your host family, or new friends if
you have particular needs. If you tell people the reasons, they will understand much better, and they will
surely enjoy finding out about the differences between our cultures.

England has always been inclusive with people of different nationalities. You will be in contact with
different foreign languages, religions, eating habits, clothing, and so on.

Remember that Birmingham is the second largest city in England, it is generally a safe place to live.

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IMPORTANT RULES

Your Host Family

You must return to your homestay at the agreed time in the evening. If you are going to be late,
you must contact the host family and obtain their permission.

You must always be home by 10pm. No overnight stays are permitted.

Student Home accommodation
